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Option 1: AM Preschool

TLC offers tuition based* AM Preschool which follows the hours of 9:00-11:30 Monday/Wednesday or
Tuesday/Thursday. Students participate in Morning Meeting, explorative play, structured teacher-led
centers, and snack.

Option 2: PM Preschool

TLC offers tuition based* PM Preschool which follows the hours of 12:40-3:10 Tuesday/Thursday or
Wednesday/Friday. Students participate in Afternoon Meeting, explorative play, structured teacher-led
centers, and snack.

Option 3: Peer Partner
TLC offers a Peer Partner Program** which follows the hours of 9:00-3:10 Tuesday/Thursday. Participation
is based on a screening process. Please contact the Preschool office for all inquiries.

Preschool classes will be limited to 12 students.
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* The total annual cost is $1100. The cost may be paid in full or it may be paid in 10 monthly payments
of $110 each beginning August 1, 2021.

The cost may be paid in full or it may be paid in 10
monthly payments of $135 each beginning August 1, 2021.
